ADVICE AND GUIDANCE FOR CANDIDATES ATTENDING THE 1ST4SPORT LEVEL 1 CERTIFICATE IN COACHING FOOTBALL

1. OUT OF COURSE HOURS

Candidates are advised that to successfully complete a Level 1 Coaching Course they will be required to complete a maximum of 6 hours of work outside of the 30 hours of the scheduled course. This work must have been completed in order to take your final assessment.

2. PRACTICAL SESSIONS

Please be advised some candidates may find elements of the practical sessions, physically demanding. 

3. USE OF TECHNOLOGY

Access to a computer is necessary for candidates to successfully complete the Laws of the Game module. In addition to this, although it is not a necessity it is strongly advised that candidates have access to a DVD player in order to make the most of the resources provided.

4. ATTENDANCE

Attendance at ALL sessions is compulsory in order for you to be eligible to take your final assessment. You are expected to attend all day for the practical sessions and for 3 hours for the workshops.

5. RESPECT MODULE

As the coach of a children's team you have a lot of responsibilities. The RESPECT Module is an online module that has been designed with coaches and parents in mind to provide guidance on specific areas that focus on the key issues involved when a child joins a football team.

This must be completed by the time of the final assessment and therefore it is recommended that candidates complete this prior to the start of the course due to other work that they will be required to complete once the course commences.
