Sports Grants Scheme - Charter standard / Club Mark Clubs only 

The Sports Grants Scheme has been established to create a lasting legacy for future generations through the development of club sport. Grants of between £500 and £2,000 are available to sports clubs to support worthwhile projects.

What projects will we fund?
We are looking to fund projects that support the development and sustainability of sports clubs. For example - projects that need equipment that is specifically focused on increasing participation, CRBs for volunteers, coaching qualifications and refereeing/umpiring courses.

Who can apply?
We will only accept applications from sports clubs that meet all of the criteria in our self assessment checklist:

Self-Assessment Check List
· The project supports the development of grassroots sport for young people aged between 5-18. 

· The club has achieved Clubmark status (or FA Charter Standard). 

· The club has at least one partnership agreement with a local state school. 

· The club has raised at least 50% of the funds required for the overall project and can provide evidence of this if required. 

· The remaining funding requirement for the project is between £500 and £2,000 and the overall project cost does not exceed £5,000. 

· The club understands that the grant may not be available for up to 90 days from the Panel assessment date. 

· The club agrees to the terms and conditions that will form part of the Grant Agreement. 

· The club can provide a copy of its latest financial accounts. 

· The applicant is an Officer of the club 

You may be asked to provide evidence of some of the above to form part of your application.

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Awards for All (Sport England Programme)

What is it?

Awards for All is the Big Lottery Fund’s small grants programme, which aims to hep improve local communities and the lives of people most in need.

The Awards for All operates as an England wide scheme. It offers awards of between £300 and £10,000 (although most awards will be in the range of £300-£2,500).

Who is it for?

Eligible applicants must satisfy the following criteria:
• Be established as a non-profit group 

• Have a constitution or set of rules (dated and signed as 'adopted');
• Have a Bank or Building Society account with at least two joint signatories.

Applications are welcomed from new groups and priority is given to those with an annual income of less than £20,000.

Sport England Small Grants Programme 

The Sport England Small Grants Programme has been set up to support local community sport projects which seek to increase participation, sustain participation or develop opportunities for people to excel at their chosen sport.

Awards are for amounts from £300 to £10,000, and the total project cost should not exceed £50,000.

The Fund is open to any bona fide not-for-profit club or association, statutory body or educational establishment in England, although Sport England will not fund individuals or organisations established to make a profit and distribute that profit to members.

Examples of what may be funded are as follows:

· Help for a sports club to expand its age range by enabling it to buy extra team kit or pay additional coaching fees. 

· Help youth clubs to work together with local sports clubs to get more young people playing sport.

With this funding and Betfair's support of a £1,000 sports grant they hope to become a chartered standard club in 2009.

The Grassroots Grants programme, funded by the Office of the Third Sector, is a key element of the Government’s strategy to build stronger and more active communities by increasing small grant funding to community groups and making them more sustainable.
 

Grassroots Grants will support small informal voluntary and community groups many of whom depend on volunteers. 

To apply to Thames Community Foundation, your group must:

· Be a small not-for-profit, third sector voluntary or community group, active in their local community for not less than twelve months before the date of your application. 

·  Be based in and providing services to residents and communities in one of the seven Grassroots Grants Fund areas. 

· Have an income, as shown in the group’s accounts, of less than £30,000 per year taken as an average over the last three years (or over the life of the group if it is less than three years old).

· Be volunteer-led 

· Be connected with and/or meeting the needs of the local community 

· Have a governing document (constitution or a set of rules) that has, as a minimum requirement, the name of the group, its aims/purpose, objects, a dissolution clause, a list of Trustees/Committee members and Trustees and Committee members’ signatures and names of at least two cheque signatories

There are two types of schemes available: 

1) The Small Grants Scheme which awards grants of up to £2,500 six times per year 

2) The Large Grants Scheme which awards grants of over £2,500 and up to £50,000 up to three times a year.

The Royal Borough of Kingston has six different types of grant for local voluntary organisations. (Borough only)
Strategic Grants and Development Grants

Aimed at key voluntary organisations having a strategic role within the Borough which work with other agencies and lead on new developments. Longer term funding for up to three years will be considered for core running costs of the organisation, such as staffing costs, rent, equipment, training and transport. 

One year Development Grants are sometimes awarded to organisations that have the potential to reach Strategic Grant status but have not yet reached the required standard.(The same application form and guidance notes are used for both Strategic and Development grants, we will decide which type of grant is more appropriate).

Project Grants

One year grants for organisations working on projects which meet or complement the Council's priorities and plans. Applicants are encouraged to speak to relevant Council Officers before applying to ensure their activities meet Council priorities. Amounts of between £750 and £3,000 are available. 

Environmental Grants

One year grants for projects that meet the Council's priorities to tackle climate change, recycling and waste minimisation. 

Small Grants

One-year grants for organisations applying for up to £750 which work across the Borough. 

Neighbourhood Grants

Grants of up to £750 for organisations and projects which provide activities and services for the benefit of residents of one of the Borough's four Neighbourhoods: 

· Kingston 

· Maldens and Coombe 

· Surbiton 

· South of the Borough.

Woking's Youth, Sports and Arts 2000 Fund is provided and administered by Woking Borough Council. Funding is targeted at individuals residing in or members of an organisation operating/registered in Woking Borough, most in need to:

· Enhance or improve equipment for individual or group performances. 

· Develop the range of activities/opportunities offered.

The funds are available to expand the role or performance of recipients and should not be available for routine expenses or to support an existing programme.

There is a maximum award of £250 per application and evidence that the applicant is contributing a minimum level of 50% to the cost of the scheme from either personal or other sources. There is an upper limit for individuals of £100.
