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Dear Potential Referee

I attach a list of the courses that are currently being run by the Surrey County Football Association.

Could you please indicate which course you would like to attend on the enclosed form and then return it to the County Office for my attention. A cheque to cover the cost of Course & Registration Fee, Safeguarding Children and CRB fee, if required, should accompany this form. A letter/email of confirmation will be sent to you giving further details of the course.

A FA Pre-Course Study Pack will also be sent to you no later than two weeks prior to the course. You may be interested to note that those candidates who have already completed this course have stated that at least 10 hours pre-course studying is needed in order to gain sufficient knowledge to be able to complete the Test of Knowledge paper which is taken as part of Module 1. You need to complete the questions in the pre-course study pack before you attend the first day of the course.

Please note you need to complete your FA Safeguarding Children training either by attending the FA Safeguarding Children in Football Workshop or if aged 14 & 15 years of age you will receive a DVD. The Safeguarding Children in Football DVD will be sent with the pre-course study pack. The Safeguarding Children in Football Workshop that you need to attend maybe before the start date of the course. If you are aged 18 and over you need to have an FA CRB check.  These must be completed prior to the taking of the referee exam. If these are not completed before the exam you will then not be allowed to attend the exam.

Once you have attended the course and passed the referees examinations you will be required to referee 6 eleven aside football matches as part of your training. You will receive guidance on which games are suitable during the course. Upon successful completion of this you will be invited back, by separate letter, to the Surrey County Offices for a further training evening and you will be awarded your FA Referee badge and certificate.

You must also register every season to keep your registration current. If you do not re-register for two consecutive seasons you must resit the exams.

The full Referee’s Course has five modules:
Module One – Knowledge of the Laws

Pre-course study (10 hours) Course Introduction (2 Hours)

At the course introduction an appraisal of the pre-course work will be carried out to ensure that candidates have achieved a reasonable basic knowledge of the Laws. Candidates will also receive an introduction to the course and watch a DVD illustrating the benefits and opportunities of refereeing. A 'Knowledge of the Laws' certificate will be presented to those who pass their Module One ‘Assessment of Knowledge’ paper and do not wish to progress to Module 2.

Module Two - Application of the Laws

Up to eight evenings (Minimum 16 hours)

Module 2 will relate theory to practice and involve application of the Laws and practical aspects of refereeing. Use will be made of group work, role play and assessment of video/DVD material. Some courses will (as advertised) be practically based and include on-field interactive activities. Usually between Modules 1 and 2 Safeguarding Children in Football training will be provided and candidates aged 18 or over will be required to complete an FA Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) disclosure form.

Module Three – Examination (2.5 Hours)

Depending on whether your course was predominantly theoretical (classroom based) or practical (on the field of play) the exam process will consist of two elements from the three listed below.

· Written element – application of law (theoretical and practical courses)

· Theory examination using DVD incidents (theoretical course and used as an assessment tool for the practical course)

· Practical on field assessment (practical courses only)

Candidates will also be expected to complete a misconduct report form, based on a match incident and an eyesight test. On successful completion of Course Modules One, Two and Three you will be registered as a Level 9 Trainee Referee with the Surrey County FA.

Module Four - Probation Period

During the probation period Level 9 Trainee Referees must referee at least six 11-a-side matches. Mentor-style support and appraisal will be provided wherever possible. Candidates will also be involved with self-evaluation of their own performance and performance evaluation of others. Upon completion of the 6 matches the ‘Six match Form’ must be sent to the Surrey County FA RDO. You will be given a list of League Referee Secretaries for you to contact to arrange your 6 matches. If you play youth football on a Sunday you will find it difficult to find youth matches to referee on a Saturday.

Module Five - Newly Qualified Referees In-Service Training (2.5 Hours)

Level 9 Trainee Referees are required to attend an In-Service Training evening on subjects relating to their on-field experiences. In addition, advice will be available on making the most of refereeing opportunities. This is upon completion of the 6 matches and the ‘six match form’ received by the RDO and attendance is by invitation only.

On successful completion of the Five Basic Referee Training Modules you will receive an FA Certificate of Qualification and will progress from being a Level 9 (Trainee Referee) to either a Level 8 (Youth Referee) or a Level 7 (Junior Referee) depending on your age. Please note that every referee must re–register every season to keep their qualification current.
